The senior center houses a com-
mercial kitchen that serves 300
meals a day, a dining area, well-
ness center, crafts rooms, game
room, fitness/weight rooms,
multipurpose room, confer-
ence rooms, movie room and
administration spaces. Outdoor
spaces include a barbecue area
and exterior game spaces. Sus-
tainable aspects of the project
include a ground source well
field that is shared between the
Senior Facility and adjacent
aquatics center, flooring such
as cork and marmoleum which

are made from rapidly renew-

able materials and pervious

concrete to help reduce run-off.
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
